Fahri Begiri (1936) completed his studies for composition in Belgrade in 1970
at the class of Prof. Enriko Josif. For 30 years he worked as a Porfessor at the
Music Department at University of Prishtina, teaching the subject-Polifonia. He
is one of the first educated composers, who's work has attracted the audience.
His opus, not so great in number, is evaluated highly by music experts. His work
is considered to be the foundation for the basis of the instrumental Albanian
music in Kosovo.






«Fahri Beqiri represents one of the most promising figures of his generation. His work resumes the trends of
the time in which it is created with the quality and the stylistic orientation representing thus the ambitions
of Kosovar culture environment towards building a national style of music with the aim to cross the borders
of provincial culture and its integration in a competitive and European culture. His first works received highly
appreciations from music experts, among them it is worth mentioning the famous composer D. Shostakovich.
He wrote not so many works, but his work is always inspired from the traditional music sentences (without direct
quotations), and thus represents an important step forward towards advancement of his homeland national
music _expression style.»
